Evidence for Learning (EfL) - student reports

Greenvale staff have been very busy completing EfL training during the autumn term after our launch in
September 2024. Teachers and support staff are now using the Evidence for Learning app to collect
both video and photographic evidence of student progress across the curriculum. We are very excited
about the evidence collected to date and how effectively we are now able to capture those small steps
of progress and students personalised learning journey. We plan to enable parents and carers to sign
up to the Evidence for Learning Parent Portal via the app during the summer term. You will then be able
to track your young person’s progress and achievements regularly. Evidence shared will also include
termly progress reports and these will be accessed securely online. There will be more information to
follow on this later this year in addition to a support package on how to use it.

The next step in our journey is that we will be sharing the students termly progress reports for the
autumn term. These will be sent to you electronically by email over the next fortnight and should you
require a hard copy or have any further questions, please contact your Key Stage Co-ordinator.

For Year 7, and students new to Greenvale since September, you will receive the first progress report at
the end of the spring term. This is because teachers have been baselining new students to identify their
learning pathway and learning levels. Pathway offers will be sent home with your young person with the
IEP’s/ILP’s later this half term.
